Exams

Mid-terms are given at the end of the 1st and 3rd nine weeks.  

All students are required to take mid-term exams.  

Final exams are given at the end of the 2nd and 4th nine 

weeks.  Students may exempt finals if they meet the following 

criteria:

ÅGrade of 70 or above

ÅNo more than 5 absences and/or tardies

ÅNo unexcused absences

ÅNo ISS

ÅNo OSS

Exams count for 20% of a studentôs final grade in a course.
